Plain 10 pt.:

He began working on his own alphabet in 1615, so 
that he would not have to order type for his print-
ing office from Paris, Holland and Germany, which 
at that time was rather difficult. The other reason 
was that not only the existing type faces, but also 
the respective punches were rapidly wearing out. 
Plain 12 pt.:

In 1621 Jannon published a Roman type 
face and italics, derived from the shapes of 
Garamond’s type faces. As late as the start 
of the 20th century Jannon’s type face was
